Ordering pictures :

- Ask Ss to look at the pictures again and rearrange the events in the correct chronological order to make it a story - Call on some Ss to give their answers and correct .

- Give feedback 

Step 4 : While Writing:     

Write – it – up : 

- Ask Ss to use the pictures already rearranged and the given words to write the story about Uyen .

- Monitor and help Ss with words or structures while they are writing .

Step 5 : Post Writing:                        

- After sts finish , ask them to exchange their writings to correct for each other .

- Call on some sts to read their story aloud for he class .

- Give feedback and correct. 

- Ask sts to notice t past simple tense is often used in a narrative .
